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MESSAGE FROM THE MANAGING DIRECTOR (CEO)

This is the 26th issue of our annual informative e-publication that
summarizes our Company's actions to reduce and, where possible, eliminate
the impact of Airport operations on the Environment.

Traffic in 2023 not only recovered fully from the downturn during the
pandemic, it reached new heights as the previous record traffic in 2019 was -
surpassed by 10%. With this in mind, as well as the restart of the planning -
and implementation of the first major expansion projects since the Airport
opened in 2001, our efforts to continue focusing on the environmentally
sustainable and socially responsible operation and development of the
Airport are more important than ever. ‘
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Our Environmental Management System (EMS) provides the framework
for monitoring all environmental aspects and addressing all significant
environmental challenges. In 2023, we successfully completed the second
annual surveillance audit of our EMS in accordance with the International
Standard EN ISO 14001:2015. The current certification is valid until
21/12/2024.

Moreover, in 2023, AlA upgraded its certification to Level 4+ (Transition) of Airport Carbon Accreditation by strengthening
our cooperation with Third Parties committed to reducing their emissions, as well as by calculating greenhouse gas
emissions from additional sources (Scope 1and 3).

2023 marked the 2nd year of the STARGATE: SusTainable AiRports, the Green heArT of Europe project in which
we cooperate with the airports of Brussels, Budapest and Toulouse as well as other aviation stakeholders. AIA has
undertaken six (6) projects in the context of its Implementation Plan, addressing climate, mobility and circularity.

In the context of its very ambitious target of becoming a Net Zero airport, entitled «ROUTE 2025», AlA inaugurated a
16MWp Photovoltaic Park for self-consumption in 2023, which extends in 210,000 sgq.m. and will produce 45% of AlA's
annual electricity consumption needs and correspondingly reduce AlA's indirect (Scope 2) greenhouse gas emissions.

The application of the "Polluter Pays” principle to waste management at the Airport, including the provision of financial
incentives to members of the Airport Community that recycle, has contributed to achieving a recycling rate over 81%
for solid non-hazardous waste versus just 3% in 2001 when the Airport opened.

Our 2023 Community Engagement Plan returned to its full implementation following the conclusion of the pandemic
and concentrated on providing support to a diverse assortment of activities in the local communities.

Traffic is expected to continue its dynamic development in 2024 since Athens is acknowledged as a highly appealing
destination throughout the year. Ensuring a continued recovery will depend on our effective response to a series of
challenges related to business and operational excellence, the expansion of our facilities in a timely and environmentally-
friendly manner and the incorporation of Sustainability into all aspects of our passengers' journey through our Airport.

In addition, and in accordance with AlIA's updated
Noise Action Plan, a "Supplementary Aircraft Noise
Monitoring Program” was carried out for the first time
during the summer months of 2023. The results showed
that the aircraft noise limits were not exceeded even
during the period with the heaviest traffic of the year.
The relevant report has been submitted to YPEN.

Noise Monitoring System

We have installed a NOise MOnitoring System (NOMOS)
for the continuous monitoring of noise levels. The
system is connected with the official flight radar so that
correlations between measured noise levels and aircraft
movements can be established based on the actual
flight track information. The Noise Monitoring System
comprises one (1) mobile and ten (10) permanent Noise
Monitoring Terminals (NMTs) installed in residential areas
underneath the flight paths.

In 2023, AlA inaugurated a 16MWp Photovoltaic Park
(PVP) for self-consumption, which extends in 210,000
m3. The park will produce 45% of AlA's annual electricity
consumption needs and achieve an equivalent reduction
in greenhouse gas emissions. The final phase of AlA's
PVP expansion plans is in progress and includes the
construction of a 35.5MW PVP at the Airport and an
82MWh battery energy storage system. The initiative
is complemented by a series of actions for the
electrification of AlA's vehicle fleet and substituting heat
pumps for natural gas for heating purposes.

We make every possible effort to minimise water
consumption and to prevent water pollution at the
Airport. In this context, we systematically monitor the
quality of surface water and groundwater, as well as the
water consumption (potable and for irrigation).

The total water consumption in 2023 was 601,242 m?3,
representing a 1,2% increase versus 2022. The average
water consumption per passenger decreased by 19% in
2023 (0.021 m3/passenger) due to the 24% increase in
passenger traffic.

Water Quality Monitoring

We regularly sample groundwater at sensitive locations
across the Airport site, aiming to monitor the quality
of the upper as well as the lower aquifer. Groundwater
samples are collected regularly from twelve (12)
permanent onsite monitoring wells and analysed by an
external laboratory accredited according to ISO 17025.
Additionally, we implement a surface water monitoring
programme that includes sampling and chemical
analyses. During 2023, sixteen (16) surface water sampling
campaigns were performed.

In 2023, the IWTF treated 5,395 m? of industrial
wastewater (a 3.5% increase versus 2022) deriving from
aircraft maintenance, maintenance/cleaning of the
Airport's oil-water separators, runway derubberisation,
etc.

All sewage produced on the Airport site, as well as
treated effluent from the IWTF, is managed at the STP.
The treated effluent from the STP is subsequently used
to irrigate green areas not accessible to the public in
accordance with the relevant permit and associated
legislation. During 2023, the STP treated 395,640 m? of
sewage (a 15% increase versus 2022).

Soil Monitoring

AIA continues to monitor the soil quality at the airport
site by performing ad-hoc sampling and analyses. When
necessary, soil remediation is performed (e.g. removal
of impacted soil due to minor spillages, which is then
managed as hazardous waste).

Recycling

By providing financial incentives, namely refunds, to

Hazardous Waste

Hazardous waste management is a significant parameter
associated with the Airport's operation.

During 2023, 353 tonnes of hazardous waste were
produced on the Airport site, of which 38.5% was
disposed of via Alternative Management Systems that
include treatment, valorisation and/or recycling, while the
remaining 61.5% was transferred to licensed facilities for
either treatment and valorisation, or temporary storage.
In addition, 688 tonnes of liquid hazardous waste were
transported to and treated at the onsite Industrial
Wastewater Treatment Facility (IWTF).

In 2023, approximately 0.2 tonnes of medical/clinical
waste were managed, deriving primarily from EKAV

AIA implements a comprehensive programme of actions
aiming to protect Biodiversity at all levels: plant and
animal species, ecosystems, habitats and landscapes,
as well as Ecosystem Services.

Further to limited progress against the 2020 Aichi
Biodiversity Targets, the international community (United
Nations, NGOs, etc.) and regional organizations (e.g. the
European Union) have committed to intensify efforts to
restore and protect Biodiversity and Ecosystem Services,
given their contribution to Human Well-being, both in
terms of providing food, drinking water and clean air,
but also in mitigating Climate Change, preventing the
spread of infectious diseases and finally contributing
to the economy.

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For this purpose, AlA has:

1. Created a Wildlife and Biodiversity Management
Team (WBMT), consisting of nine (9) persons, which
monitors fauna and flora and coordinates all actions
related to the protection of Biodiversity and the
Ecosystem Services.

2. Designed and implements a Biomonitoring
Programme with the aim of recording all the
important ecosystems at the Airport and in the
surrounding aredq, including their components,
i.e. fauna, flora and habitats, and the associated
Ecosystem Services, and to subsequently apply
measures to monitor and protect Biodiversity.

3. Prepared and applies a Wildlife Management Plan
(WMP), especially for birds, in order to reduce the risk
of collisions with aircraft, both at the Airport and in its
immediate vicinity, using methods that do not impact
Biodiversity negatively.

4. Established procedures for the management of the
Airport's landscaping in accordance with operational
and environmental criteria to reduce, where possible,
the environmental impacts on Biodiversity due to
airport operations and the risk of collisions with
aircraft, the latter through the reduction and control
of wildlife. This also includes the creation of urban
green areas in the neighboring communities, as well
as the plantation of trees and shrubs at specific areas
of the Airport.

5. Established cooperation with state authorities
concerning changes in land use in the vicinity of the
Airport, in order to promote sustainability and protect
Biodiversity at all levels, while continuing to ensure
high levels of aviation safety.

AlA's actions for the protection of Biodiversity are
performed in cooperation with Hellenic Academic
Institutions, local authorities and NGOs, such as the
Hellenic Ornithological Society (HOS).

In relation to GENERAL OBJECTIVE 2, avifauna is
considered an important indicator for the status of
ecosystems, since the birds belong to the higher levels
of the food chains and high species diversity indicates a
healthy status of the local ecosystems.

The number of bird species that have been observed at
and in the vicinity of the Airport continues to increase,
reaching 222 by the end of 2023 following the sighting of
a Coal tit (Periparus ater) for the first time.

Further to the monitoring of avifauna, frequent surveys
of the local flora have also been conducted, resulting in
additions to the catalogue of flora, including taxa not
recorded during previous Biomonitoring Programmes.
Further to these additions, and the revision of the
previous records in accordance with the most recent
scientific literature, the current total number of plant taxa
in the baseline catalogue of flora is 665.

In April 2023, AIA signed the Buckingham Palace
Declaration making the Airport of Athens a partner
of the “United for Wildlife" network, a voluntary action
group with the aim of limiting the illegal transportation
of wildlife products, with the support of the “Royal
Foundation of the Prince and Princess of Wales".

AlA's obligations arising from this commitment are the

following:

+ Adoption of zero tolerance regarding illegal trade.
Promotion of the Declaration and its Commitments
across the entire transport sector.

+ Increase of passenger, customer, client and staff
awareness about the nature, scale and consequences
of illegal wildlife trade.

Wildlife Management Plan

For the reduction of the risk associated with wildlife

strikes at the Airport, long-term (passive) and short-term
(active) methods are implemented in the context of AlA's
Wildlife Management Plan. The Plan is compliant with
the standards and recommendations of International
Civil Aviation Organization (ICAO) and European Union
Aviation Safety Agency (EASA), as well as the best
international practices for wildlife control, and is regularly
audited by independent certification bodies in the field
of Airport Wildlife Management, while not diverting from
AlA's Sustainability principles.

The long-term measures that reduce and/or eliminate
the factors attracting wildlife to the Airport include the
following:

+ The Airport is designed so that birds and other
animals do not find food, water, nesting and roosting
sites.

- Wildlife activities are studied continuously at the
Airport and also in the vicinity of the Airport where
potential wildlife attractants exist.

+ Proposals regarding changes in land use near the
Airport are evaluated to ensure that facilities that
could provide wildlife with food and/or water (e.g.
waste management facilities) are either avoided or
managed properly where appropriate.

The short-term measures that aim to disperse wildlife
(particularly birds) from sensitive areas of the Airport
include the following:

+ Bio-acoustics: natural sounds like distress or alarm
calls, calls of predators, etc.

+ Pyro-acoustics: sharp, loud sounds (e.g. explosions)
either from loudspeakers or from firearms (e.g. shotgun
blanks, sound flares, etc.).

+ Trapping and relocation of birds and other animals,
using appropriate traps and having obtained the
necessary license from the relevant authorities.

The programme for trapping, ringing and releasing birds
far away from the Airport was initiated in 2008.

During 2023, 128 Kestrels (Falco tinnunculus), five (5)
Buzzards (Buteo buteo), two (2) Little Owls (Athene
noctua), four (4) Lesser Kestrels (Falco naumanni) and

13 Red-footed Falcons (Falco vespertinus) were trapped
and ringed, of which 14 Kestrels and ten (10) Red-footed
Falcons were relocated to areas far away from the
Airport.

In addition, eight (8) injured birds were found and were
delivered to the Association for the Protection and
Welfare of Wildlife (ANIMA) for treatment, rehabilitation
and release back into the wild.

Vravrona Wetland and Coastal Marine Zone

The Vravrona Wetland and Coastal Marine Zone is a
Site of Community Importance (SCI) included in the
Community Network NATURA 2000 as a Special Area of
Conservation (SAC), with a size of approximately 27 km2
which comprises the most important group of natural
ecosystems in the area in which the Airport operates. By
conserving this ared's Biodiversity, a safe haven for birds
is created, which draws them away from the Airport and
therefore contributes to improved aviation safety.

This SCl is of significant value at local, national and
international levels in the framework of the National
and International Conventions for the conservation of
Biodiversity, especially considering that East Attica falls
within the migration routes used by a number of rare and
important bird species. The Vravrona Wetland sustains
an important diversity of flora, fauna and habitats.
The site sustains 18 important plant taxa, 53 important
bird species, 21 important taxa of other terrestrial
vertebrates, one (1) important species of fish and nine
(9) habitat types.

The systematic recording of the bird fauna by the
HOS has been carried out since the beginning of the
Conservation and Promotion Program of the Vravrona
Wetland (in 2008), and the results show a rich diversity in
bird species confirming the importance of the wetland.

Alyki of Artemis Wetland

The Wetland is one of the important wetlands of Attica
due to its rich biodiversity and especially its birdlife. It
covers an area of approximately half a square kilometer,
it contains brackish water and due to its importance, it
has been identified as a Priority Wetland for protection
according to the New Regulatory Plan of Athens.

Details of the actions of the AIA in relation to the
protection and promotion of wetlands are described in
detail in the Community Engagement chapter.

COMMUNICATION

In 2023, 435 contacts were made with local Mayors and
other elected officials of the neighboring municipalities,
with Non-Governmental Organizations, with local
associations, schools, as well as residents in the context
of maintaining a constructive dialogue between the
Airport and its neighbors.

A previously dirt road 1,500 m in length was surfaced
with asphalt in the area of Neapoli of Spata-Artemis

municipality to facilitate access for local residents.

EDUCATION
Recycling Program for the Schools of Spata-Artemis
Municipality

We continued our Recycling Program with all 30 public
schools in the Spata-Artemis Municipality, which aims
to enhance environmental awareness and reduce the
amount of waste sent to the landfill. All the participating
schools received financial support for educational
materials and other needs.

Scholarships & Financial Awards

For the 21st consecutive year, AlA financed scholarships
for several postgraduate students in the Department of
Environmental Studies at the University of the Aegean.
Additionally, for the 13rd consecutive year, financial
awards were given to the top students from local
high schools in the Municipalities of Spata-Artemis,
Markopoulo, Koropi, Rafina-Pikermi, Paiania and Pallini
based on their university entrance exam scores.

Other Actions

During the first semester of 2023, the Environmental
Awareness program continued as part of our
ongoing efforts to enhance awareness on a range
of environmental topics in the Mesogaia region with
presentations and site tours at the Airport. Four (4) visits
took place with a total of 86 first-year students from local
high schools participating.

Provision of IT equipment, educational toys and books,
and other materials are some of our initiatives towards
the schools of the neighboring municipalities. Finally, as
every year, AlA offered Christmas gifts to the children of
Spata-Artemida Municipality kindergartens.
